A ballot is mailed to each household.


May
A school meeting is held to introduce School Governance



Council candidates.


May 31
The parent ballot is returned to school.


May 31
Faculty and support staff select their representatives.


May 31
Students in K-8, middle and high schools elect their



representatives.


September 
First 2010-2011 School Council meeting is held,




community representatives are selected, and




School Governance Council officers are elected.
